· All candidates should be at  High School for rehearsal prior to the Convention 
· Practice for Talent at that time also.  We will draw for times on all candidates.
· Email your chapters candidates to District VAT President, date set and emailed out

Officer General Candidate Guidelines
· Speeches will be a maximum of five minutes in length. Time will be called at the end of five minutes and microphones will be turned off at the end of the time allotted.
· Run-off speeches will be a maximum of one minute in length. Time will be called and microphones will be turned off at the end of the time allotted.
· Candidates will not use any props or other materials. Audience participation by the general corporate audience without reference to any individual is not considered use of a prop. Having a specific member or group of members identified by proper name participate (stand up, clap, sing, etc) is considered to be use of a prop. References to candidates own OD is appropriate but you may not bring extra OD on stage.
· Candidates may use a podium or walk the stage area but may not kneel, squat, or be seated on stage, or leave the stage during their candidate speech. The entire presentation must begin and end on stage.
· Statewide mail outs or publicity by any person or entity-mentioning candidacy outside of a candidate’s home area prior to the convention is not permitted. Candidates should be aware that many districts and areas have the same rule. Any media, electronic or hard copy, which solicits support for or promotes a candidacy, is prohibited by this policy.
· Inappropriate statements or inferences shall be disqualified as deemed necessary by the District or Area IX Executive Committee.
Ricebelt District Officer 
· Be prepared to take an exam covering the FFA manual and guide 30 % 
· Be prepared to give a speech for delegate vote and thought question 70% 
· Must have a chapter FFA degree and be at least a sophomore.
· Wear OD for convention but not mandatory for rehearsal
Area IX FFA Officer Candidates for the Ricebelt District 
· Should have pages 1, 2, 3, 5 and 7 of the State Officer candidate application for interview process. Be prepared for a short interview in OD. 20% (look on Texas FFA Web) Does not need DL report, written essay, Lone Star App or transcript until Area 
· Applications must be turned in by at rehearsal 
· Prepare for a written test covering the FFA Quiz information also found on the TX FFA website. 30% 
· Be prepared to give a speech for delegate vote and thought question 50% 
· Does not need DL report, written essay, Lone Star App or transcript until Area 
· Wear OD at rehearsal and convention
· Must have a chapter FFA degree 
State FFA Officer Candidates for the Ricebelt District
· Should have the State Officer candidate application (excluding DL report, written essay, Lone Star App or transcript until Area) completely filled out for interview process. (look on Texas FFA Web) Applications must be turned in at rehearsal 
· Prepare for a written test covering the Senior FFA Quiz information; found on the TX FFA website. 30% 
· Be prepared for a short interview utilizing candidate application in OD. 20% 
· Be prepared to give a speech for voting delegate body and thought question. 50%
Talent 
· 8 minute maximum time 
· Bring CD with the songs in order you will sing , copy of lyrics and attached form on Talent
· Plurality vote & State FFA rules followed 
· Any music used will be reviewed/approved by a committee of Advisors present at rehearsal practice
· Appropriately dressed 
· Language should be reviewed by the teams Advisor prior to event for content and language.
